Student Attendance

➢ Students must log in to their class on time for the live instruction

➢ Participation points will be distributed for attendance

➢ Failure to log in will result in no participation points for that day as well 

as being marked absent

➢ Failure to log in within the first 5 minutes of class will result in a 

reduced participation point value and/or marked absent



Grading System

➢ Students will be graded utilizing a standard grading scale

100 = A+ 99 - 93 = A 92 - 90 = 

A-

89 - 87 = B+ 86 - 83 = B 82 - 80 = B-

79 - 77 = C+ 76 - 73 = C 72 - 70 = C-

69 - 67 = D+ 66 - 63 = D 62 - 60 = D-

➢ Each core content department has consistent grading criteria

➢ Grades will be posted weekly by end of day Monday

➢ All grading will be maintained in MiStar/Student and Parent Portals



Live Instruction Expectations

➢ Students should log in for live instructional sessions in a “ready to learn” 

posture and environment to limit distractions. (a designated work space)

➢ Parents and guests should not be participating in live sessions for 

confidentiality reasons

➢ Common Norms will be established for live sessions to maintain an 

appropriate and safe learning environment.  Norms that follow the MHS 

school code of conduct will automatically be included. These will include, but 

are not limited to: 

○ Appropriate attire while video is on

○ Use of inappropriate language 

(no cussing, swearing or belittling)

○ Student’s screen name must be real name

COURSEWARE - interactive virtual curriculum, aligned with Michigan Standards

EXACT PATH - individual, adaptive learning pathways for intervention & remediation 

GOOGLE CLASSROOM - Learning Management System (LMS)
Used to create, distribute, and provide feedback on daily learning activities, 
assignments, and assessments

GOOGLE MEET - video conferencing tool used for daily live instruction

CLEVER - student single sign-on portal, with access to all learning programs within
one platform

➢ Self paced online courseware that follows the curriculum alignment and standards of 

Michigan Common Core

➢ Customized and interactive

➢ Courses post the following information (teachers will be posting current grades in 

MiStar)

○ Current grade: grade based on assignments/assessments completed

○ Course grade: based on pacing of lessons/units of the entire course.  

** Teachers will be providing additional and enhanced lessons to supplement, reinforce and

complement the Edmentum courseware
